Reqistration Guidelines

Call to check availability for any program before
sending in your registration.

Space is limited. Registrations are accepted in the
order they are received.

The deadline for registration is two weeks before the
program date. Enrollment of additional scouts after
this deadline will be at the staff’s discretion.

Full payment must be received at the time of
registration. Reservations made over the phone will
be held for no more than three business days
awaiting a completed registration form and payment.
Reservations without payment may be forfeited.
Refunds will be given for cancellations made at least
two weeks from program date. No refunds will be
given within two weeks of date. Refunds will always
be given in the event a program is cancelled by
WNS.

A minimum of 10 scouts is required to conduct a
program. All programs are subject to cancellation
due to low enrollment.

Planning Guidelines

¢ Programs may meet many, but not necessarily all
requirements for Badges, Achievements, or Electives.

e Awards are NOT provided by WNS.

e Please ensure there is an ample ratio of scouts to adults
as required for your scout level by the Council.

¢ Adult chaperones and sibling tag-alongs are permitted
to be onsite free of charge. However, adults or siblings
participating in activities (i.e. canoeing) should pay the
additional fee as listed below.

e Snacks are included in the price of program for scouts
in evening or overnight workshops only. Snacks will
include: hot dogs, smores, and drinks. Adults and
siblings partaking should pay the additional fee as
outlined below.

¢ Boys should come dressed for the weather, as
activities are generally both in and out of doors.
Activities may be indoors only in adverse weather.

¢ WNS has badge-certified Canoe Guides that have had
American Canoe Association training.

Program Fee Guidelines
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The following are general guidelines, subject to change per specific request:

Half Day Program (1 — 2.5 hours): $10 / scout

Evening Program (3+ hours): $15 / scout

Full Day or Overnight Program (6+ hours): $25 /scout

Sibling add-on (for program): $5 (for snacks only): $3

Adult add-on (for canoeing program only): $15 (for snacks only): $3
